Readers loved the books, particularly
because Christie always gave the readers all the information they needed
to find the solution.

3) Christie loved travelling. When she became rich she could go all
over the world. She used the travels in her writing. Agatha Christie died
in 1976, but her stories are still immensely popular. Many have been
adapted for film or television.
